Begin instruction when the child is “at least 5 years of age on September 1 of the school year” but “with the 


consent of the parents, the superintendent may excuse children under 8…from compulsory attendance.”





Why a Support Group?


There are as many reasons to join a support group, as there are people who join. Whether you should join a group, or which group should join depends on what you are looking for. There are many one can benefit from being in a support group. The following are just a few.





 If you are just starting home schooling, a support group can provide you with many resources you are unaware exist.  Through a support group you can connect with other home schoolers who can help you in evaluating curriculums, enabling you to make choices better suited for your particular needs.  You may want your children to develop friendships with other home school children.  This will naturally take place through the activities of the group.





If you have been home schooling for a few years, you may find that your need for a group has decreased. If your need for a support group decreases, be aware that there are others in a group that need the insight and wisdom you have acquired over the years.  Your children may have developed friendships by this time and because of your child's needs you may want to remain in the group for socialization.





Usually a group will provide "teachers' meeting" nights.  Various topics are covered at these meetings such as bookmaking, crafts, academics, relationships, our struggles, our victories and sometimes simply prayer and fellowship.  These evenings, set aside for adults only, are very uplifting and encouraging.





Valuable friendships have evolved from being a part of a local support group.  Support from my home schooling friends has sometimes been the only thing that has kept me going.   A simple phone call at the right time with a word of encouragement goes a long way.  With new families continually starting home schooling, we are always meeting someone new.
